HOLY TRINITY EAST MELBOURNE
Anglican worship commenced in East Melbourne in 1857.

The Parish was established in 1863.  This church was built in 1905.
My dear friends,
So we come to the 44th federal election in the history of this country.
We have prayed for a fair Campaign without negativity, vitriol or ad hominem           attack.  It has not turned out that way.  The ever- increasing stridency of campaigning has led to a sense of media headline- grabbing with what seem less than adequately considered proposals.

What should a Christian be looking for in this election?  In the latest TMA available today (please put your $2 in the bowl to cover costs) a number of Anglican leaders have made particular points.

The CEO of Anglicare (Paul Macdonald) points out that one of the key facets of good government is how well it treats the bottom 20% of our community.  Tony Nicholson (Executive Director of the Brotherhood) calls for greater investment in the capacities of people with low skills and low aspirations for their long term benefit and employment and the economic and psychological benefit of the whole community.
Bob Mitchell (CEO of Anglican Overseas Aid) challenges government to develop policies on overseas aid based on generosity not fear, economics or Australia’s national interests.

Sandra Hill (CEO of Benetas) wants governments to be more sensitive to the aged and their needs.

Professor Ian Harper (Deloitte Access Economics) wants a government aware that the economy is slowing, that unemployment will rise and more people will be in need of public support.  Meanwhile with recent commitments any government will need to be aware of the danger of raising public debt.

Then Bishop George Browning (formerly Convenor  of the Anglican Communion Environment Network) asks why we are committed to endless economic growth, why we are wedded to fossil fuels for energy and when will government promote genuine public discourse about the kind of wealth and prosperity and the society we want.
Finally, Archbishop Freier (and the heads of nine agencies) has publicly deplored the current stands by both major parties on asylum seekers as “cruel and unnecessary policy targeting vulnerable and dispossessed people.”

Which party do you think will best respond to these issues in government?  Pray brothers and sisters about those things before you vote next Saturday.

By his death on the cross and rising to new life, he offered the one true sacrifice for sin and obtained an eternal deliverance for his people.    

Therefore with angels and archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we proclaim your great and glorious name, for ever praising you and singing:

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might,

Heaven and earth are full of your glory.

Hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord, Hosanna in the highest.

Merciful God, we thank you for these gifts of your creation,
this bread and wine, and we pray that by your Word and Holy Spirit,
we who eat and drink them may be made partakers of Christ’s body and blood.

On the night he was betrayed Jesus took bread; and when he had given you thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying,
‘Take, eat.  This is my body given for you.  Do this in remembrance of me.’

After supper, he took the cup, and again giving you thanks he gave it to his disciples, saying, ‘Drink from this, all of you.  This is my blood of the new covenant shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins.  Do this as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.

Christ has died.  Christ is risen.  Christ will come again.

Therefore we do as our Saviour has commanded: proclaiming his offering of himself made once for all upon the cross, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension, and looking for his coming again, we celebrate, with this bread and this cup, his one perfect and sufficient sacrifice for the sins of the whole world.  

Renew us by your Holy Spirit, unite us in the body of your Son, and bring us with all your people into the joy of your eternal kingdom, through Jesus Christ our Lord, with whom, and in whom, in the fellowship of the Holy Spirit, we worship you, Father, in songs of never-ending praise:

Blessing and honour and glory and power are yours for ever and ever. Amen.

THE BREAKING OF THE BREAD AND COMMUNION
